Altadena Valley Tigershark Swim Team

F.A.Q.’s

1. How do I sign my child up for swim team?  Swim team applications are available in the AVCC office.  

2. What is the cost?  Swim team costs $115 for the first child, $100 for the second, and $90 for the third+ child.  Swim team registration will be billed to your account.
3. What is included in the swim team registration fee?  Our swim team fee includes all practice and stroke clinics, all dual meets, swim meet ribbons, Jefferson Shelby Swim Council yearly fee, a 2011 swim team t -shirt,  AVCC swim cap, end of the year trophy, and swim team party.

4. When does swim team start?  Daily practice will begin on May 31.  Practices will take place on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday mornings. Silver team will practice from 8:15-8:50, and Gold Team will practice from 8:50-9:50.  Afternoon (optional) stroke clinics will take place on Monday and Thursday evenings from 6-7 pm, and will focus on specific components of strokes, entries, flip turns, etc.  Stroke clinic is open to both Silver and Gold teams.

5. How do I know what team my child is on?  We will have a swim evaluation day (TBD).  If your child was a Gold Team member last year, they do not need to come to the swim team evaluation.  If your child was on the Silver Team last year, or if they are new to AVCC, please come to the swim evaluation, so that we will make sure they are placed with the appropriate group.  We assign swimmers according to swim level and not by age.  This ensures that children get the most out of swim practice, and that they receive the appropriate level of instruction.

6. When are swim meets?  Swim meets are held on Tuesday afternoons around 4:30 or 5pm.  We usually have 7-8 dual meets during the season.  Each family will be expected to volunteer to help at one home meet during the season.  There are so many jobs that are needed during a meet, and most adults can be educated on how to do one of those jobs in a small amount of time.  No experience is needed! ( There are guppy and divisional meets available in the area, for swimmers who would like to participate in additional regional meets.

7. Do we need a specific swimsuit to participate?  No.  We do have an AVCC swimsuit, which is available for purchase at Homewood Sporting Goods.  If you do not want to purchase a team suit, your child can wear a black or red suit (team colors) or any comfortable suit of your choice.  

8. When is the deadline to sign up?  We would like to have everyone signed up by May 16.  Our swim coaches will be working hard on entering all of our children in the JSSC system, so that they will be eligible to swim this season.  This obviously takes quite a bit of time.  Our absolute last day to register is June 1.  

9. Swim Lessons?   The swim team does not coordinate swim lessons.  If you have a child that needs lessons, please contact the Pool Manager, Antonio (Toney) Hunter.  Lifeguards will provide the swim lessons at the pool.  Please wait to contact Mr. Hunter or one of the lifeguards after the pool has opened this summer, 967-5322.
