Morning Frost and What This Means to You: This time of year it becomes quite common for the overnight 
temperatures to dip into the 20s and 30s. This will sometimes result in creating frost on the entire course, making it 
unplayable until it melts off.  Just walking across a green with frost on it could damage the grass and possibly kill part 
of it. Most of the time the frost is gone by 9 a.m., but this depends on how quickly the temperature climbs. Early 
morning golfers should always check with the Golf Shop prior to practicing or playing on the course or greens. The 
official “All Clear” actually comes from Mickey, our Course Superintendent, and he’ll inform us in the Golf Shop at 
that time. 

The Clubhouse and Golf Shop will be CLOSED on Sunday, December 25th for Christmas Day and Sunday,  

January 1st, 2012 for New Year’s Day. However, the Golf Course and 19th Hole will be OPEN on Monday, 

December 26th and Monday, January 2nd, 2012 for your enjoyment.
